WHEREAS, the City of Blencoe has requested and Contract County Engineer agrees that a stop
sign be erected at the intersection of K45 and E60 with north and south bound traffic on K45 and
E60 approaching said intersection being required to stop.

City of Blencoe has agreed to compensate Monona County for one half of expenses incurred for
the installation and agrees to pay all maintenance and upkeep of requested STOP sign. The stop
sign maintenance shall be completed by Monona County.

TITLE: Anamendment to the Monona County Zoning and the Official Zoning Maps.

BE IT ENACTED by the Board of Supervisors of Monona County, lowa:

SECTION 1. Purpose: This ordinance amends the current Monona County Zoning and
Official Zoning Maps for Lloyds Addition Subdivision.

SECTION 2. Amendment: The Monona County Zoning and Official Zoning Maps shall be
amended to reclassify the following described real property from A-1 (Agricultural District) to
R-2 (Suburban Residential District)
